La Paz School Tomorrow
Due to the increasingly high demand for a La Paz education in the area,  La Paz is rapidly moving ahead with the development of our 
new “Ecosystem” Campus.  We have secured two hectares of prime land, completed the master plan architectural designs, and acquired 
a significant portion of the construction materials through joint ventures with local manufacturers.

La Paz “Ecosystem” Classroom Pod Design 
with “Green” Local Construction Methods:

The overall campus concept is based on the idea that an eco-
system is made up of interdependent, individual organisms 
that interact in order to find a sustainable equilibrium in their 
community.  Each grade represents a specific “species” and a 
group or pod of grades represents a specific community. 

The success of the entire ecosystem depends on the individual 
strengths of each community; therefore, these learning pods 
are designed to promote successful interaction and collaboration 
all in the name of creating a sustainable “ecosystem” that will 
complement the progressive learning strategies at La Paz. 

Historic Guanacaste architectural vernacular will be respected 
while utilizing modern construction systems and materials to 
achieve cost engineered and energy efficient design.  

Passive cooling strategies have been incorporated to limit 
powered cooling requirements and enhance student comfort.  

To maximize cost efficiency and sustainable building practices, 
joint venture partners have been established with material 
suppliers who manufacture within Costa Rica and produce 
materials that require no on-site water and minimal waste.  

When completed, the school facilities will embrace and respect 
the unique culture of Guanacaste but also represent contemporary 
building methods in order to achieve smart, sustainable design 
that blends in with its surroundings.
